The 36 holes of golf are only the beginning of the outdoor expe-
rience at Suncadia. You can also enjoy an indoor pool, an outdoor
pool, a spa, two tubular waterslides, two charming playgrounds,
hiking trails and boat rentals on a little human-made pond.
Suncadia offers children’s programs as well as adult-only activities,
such as the fitness center and spa. Not to mention a new winery.
Those intent on exploring can use Suncadia’s more than 10
miles of paved bike paths. Get ready for some pedaling, because
the paths are hilly, offering a good workout for the whole family.
With so many big hills, smaller kids may be happier in a bike trail-
er or on a Trail-A-Bike. Bikes are a common mode of transporta-
tion at Suncadia. You will find bikes parked in all of the bike
stands around the resort. Bikes, bike trailers and motor scooters

are available for rent.

Hiking, fly fishing and more

Suncadia is also a great home base for more rustic adventures —
including hiking, fly fishing, and river trips along the Yakima River
— in the neighboring national forest and environs.

Average high temperatures in the summer are mild. Expect
either a steady breeze or a stiff wind to meet you in the afternoon
and evening hours. Bring a sweater and something for covering up
when you get out of the pool.
