Swim & Fitness Center 
Inside, there's something for everyone: dual water slides, 218 feet and 271 feet in length respectively (minimum  
height to ride the slide is 42"), combination lap and leisure pool with whirlpool spa area, saunas and steam rooms.  
For personal wellness and keeping fit, the Swim & Fitness Center features state-of-the-art, cardiovascular and 
 strength-training exercise equipment from TechnogymTM with treadmills, elliptical and step machines, upright  
and reclining bikes, as well as machine and free weights.  The Swim and Fitness Center includes day use locker 
 rooms that include shower amenities, swimsuit spinners and digital storage lockers. 

Swim & Fitness Facility Rules  
 No outside Food or Beverage.  

 Anyone who is under the age of 13 must be accompanied, at all times, by an adult who is 18 years or older. 

 Children that are 5 and younger must have an adult in the pool with them at all times. 

 Children 6 to 12 years old must have an adult accompany them on the pool deck at all times. 

 Minimum height to ride the slides is 42” and single rider only.  

 No one under the age of 16 years old is allowed to use the work out facility. 

 Kids 12 years and younger need to have an adult accompany them in the spas.

Bike Rentals 
Enjoy the over 10 miles of paved paths and countless miles of scenic trails to explore throughout Suncadia.  We 
provide a variety of recreational mountain bikes, cruisers, youth bikes for all ages, trailers and trail-a-long bike 
extensions. We also offer push scooters and jogging strollers. Waiver required for all rentals, anyone 17yrs and 
under must have a parent or guardian signature prior to participation. Helmet and bike locks are included with 
all rentals. $15-$20 for 2-hr rentals and $20-$25 for 24-hr rentals.  

Boat Rentals 
Our quaint mountain style lake is the perfect mini adventure for families and those wanting a short leisurely 
paddle.  Enjoy the rainbow trout rising to the surface or watch the osprey and bald eagles as they take 
advantage of this prime feeding ground.

The fly shop is located just minutes from Suncadia and the upper Yakima hosts some 
of the biggest rainbows and cutthroats in the river.  Our licensed, insured guides pride themselves on exceptional service 
and expert local knowledge.  Leave everything to us while you enjoy a great day on the river.  Comfortable boats, 
enriching perspectives on fly fishing, good conversations and, of course, fish.  All fishing trips on the river will require a 
fishing license which can be provided.  Contact the concierge at 509-649-6461 to book any of the trips listed below.  
Advance Reservations Required. 

Fly Fishing-Wade and Walk 
Explore the Yakima River with your own private guide on foot.  1:3 Guide to guest ratio. Total trip length is 3-4 
hours. Need to obtain height and shoe sizing. Price per person varies based on the number of participants.   

Fly Fishing Full or Half Day Float 
Fish the Yakima River by drift boat.  Group size: 2 guests and 1 guide per boat.  Half Day trips are 4-6 hrs and full 
day trips are approx. 8hrs. 

Yakima River Gourmet Float     
This interpretive float covers over 14 miles of the Yakima River and includes local history of the river, area 
geology, birding and river ecology.  A gourmet lunch is served streamside with local wines from Washington 
State.  The water for growing the grapes for these wines is provided by the Yakima River. Reservations required

Where Eastern Washington high desert terrain meets the lovely snow-capped vistas of the northern Cascade Range.

Yakima River Rafting 
Enjoy a self guided, rafting experience on the Yakima River.  Families of all ages welcome, but trip does require some 
paddling and maneuvering in places along the trip. Trip departs from along the river in Thorp, approx 20 minutes from 
Suncadia.  A shuttle is provided back to your vehicle from the take-out location. Cancellation fees will be 1/2 the rental 
price if made 5-10 days before reservation date, and will be full rental price if cancelled less than 5 days before 
reservation date. Rafting will take place regardless of weather.  Advance Reservations required, call 509-649-6461.   
 

Upper River - Cle Elum Canyon 
The rafting adventure begins off scenic highway 10 east of Cle Elum. The river drops right out of the foothills of 
the Cascade Mountains. The banks are forested with pine trees and brush on both sides of the river for most of 
the float. Rafters will see birds, ducks, cranes, and the occasional sighting of deer along the river bank. In total 
the 13 mile float takes approximately 2 1/2 to 4 hours, depending on the flow of the river.  Reservations and 
departure times available between 9am-1:30pm.  Reserve a 4, 6, 8 or 10 person raft.  Transportation is on own.   
$88-$128/per raft depending on size.  

 
Wenatchee Whitewater Rafting 
Wenatchee River whitewater rafting is one of the Top 10 rafted rivers in the nation! With its headwaters in the heart of 
the Central Cascades and the snow white peaks of the Alpine Lakes Wilderness area, the Wenatchee River has the
